Section lll - Health and Hazard Data

Primary Routs of Entry: Inhalation, Skin contact.

Effects of Over Exposure:
Inhalation: Nasal and respiratory irritation, dizziness, drowsiness, weakness, fatigue, confusion, nausea, headache, vertigo, possible unconsciousness, even
asphyxiation. Remove to fresh air. Give atrtificial respiration if not breathing. If breathing is difficult, qualified personnel may give oxygen.
